STATEMENT OF WORK 

DOMESTIC EXPRESS DELIVERY OF SMALL PACKAGES

I.  DESCRIPTION OF SERVICE

1. Scope of the Blanket Purchase Agreement (BPA)  

1.1.  The purpose of this BPA is to provide domestic express small package delivery services for same day, next day and second-day delivery for the United States (US) Department of Defense (DOD).  Domestic express small package delivery service includes door-to-door, pickup and delivery, transportation, and in-transit visibility (ITV) of extremely urgent letters and small packages up to and including 150 pounds.  Contractors must participate in the Civil Reserve Air Fleet (CRAF), be registered in the Central Contractor Registration (CCR), and participate in PowerTrack.  The Contractor shall deliver to 95% of all ZIP Codes, excluding Post Office boxes, Army Post Office (APO) or Fleet Post Office (FPO) addresses located in the CONUS, Alaska, Hawaii, and the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico and all ZIP Codes provided to their commercial customers, whichever is greater.
1.2.  This BPA is a mandatory source for all Department of Defense (DOD) small package delivery service requirements within the scope of the GSA Multiple Award Schedule and this BPA.

1.3.  Third (3rd) party logistics Contractors, cost-reimbursable Contractors, integrated logistics management Contractors (e.g., prime vendor, virtual prime vendor, on-demand manufacturing, quick response, corporate contracts, and E-mall Contractors), may also use this BPA for official business conducted on behalf of the US Federal Government, if mutually agreed upon by the domestic express Contractor.  Invoicing and billing procedures shall be mutually agreed upon between the third-party Contractor, the sponsoring agency, and the domestic express Contractor (See Exhibit G).

2.  Definitions.  Refer to Exhibit B for definitions of all Government unique terms used in this BPA.

3.  Basic Service.  The Contractor shall provide express service through pick-up, transport, active tracking, and delivery of extremely urgent letters and small packages to and from CONUS, Alaska, Hawaii, and Commonwealth of Puerto Rico locations in accordance with the GSA Multiple Award Schedule Scope of Work, commercial practices, and DOD/agency requirements.

4.  General Requirements.
4.1.  BPA prices for basic service shall be inclusive of all charges (e.g., inclusive of pickup and/or delivery charges).

4.2.  The contractor shall make available services not specified in this BPA, but which are contained in the contractor’s commercial service guide (CSG) or are offered to their commercial customers.  If the contractor provides these services to its commercial customers at no cost, these services shall be provided to the government at no additional cost.  The charge applied to commercial customers for these services will be used to compute the governments’ service charge.

4.3.  Exceptions to mandatory use.
4.3.1.  Express small package shipments and extremely urgent letters to destinations between 0 and 500 miles from origin/shipper.

4.3.2.  Express small package shipments and extremely urgent letters under contract or guaranteed traffic (GT) agreement that was in effect before execution of this BPA.

4.3.3.  Express small package shipments and extremely urgent letters made during wartime, under contingency operations, or under a declared state of emergency.

4.3.4.  Express small package shipment and extremely urgent letter transported by Government-Owned Contractor-Operated (GOCO)/ Contractor-Owned Contractor-Operated (COCO) facilities are within the purview of this BPA, and are eligible to use the BPA when the DOD issues a delivery order and is accepted by the domestic express Contractor.

4.4.  Specific Agency Requirements.
4.4.1.  Pick-up and Delivery.
4.4.1.1.  The Government may require multiple pick up and delivery points within an activity using the same account number or separate account numbers.

4.4.1.2.  Refusal by Consignee.  If a consignee refuses to accept a delivery, the Contractor shall contact the origin shipper with date, time, name, and telephone number of the person who refused the shipment for disposition instructions.  

4.4.2.  High Volume Shipping Locations (HVSL).  At the HVSL identified by those locations with greater than 500 shipments per week, per account, or in accordance with commercial practices, Saturday and Sunday pick-up (for dock clearing purposes only), multiple pick-up points, multiple delivery points, and multiple pick-up times are required at no additional cost to the Government.  The Contractor shall work with local transportation offices to make arrangements for providing services at these locations.  The delivery time should be in accordance with the carrier’s published delivery time, i.e. for Saturday/Sunday pick up, next day delivery would be Tuesday.  As volume dictates, revisions to the list may be accomplished by modification through the ACO.

4.4.3.  Contingency/Redirection/Surges.  In the event of a contingency/state of war (declared or not), where the shipments are undeliverable, the Contractor shall contact the Program Office (PO) for possible redirection of shipments.  The PO will coordinate with the appropriate Government offices, agencies, and Contractor to ensure proper receipt and ultimate delivery of redirected shipment to the consignees.  If any such redirection causes an increase or decrease in the cost of performance, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as practicable.  Such changes will be handled in accordance with FAR 52.212-4(c) and (d).  During a contingency/surge, the Contractor may be required to support two to three times the normal Government traffic flow, at the same level of service as before the contingency/surge.

4.4.4.  Aggregate Shipments

4.4.4.1.  The total weight of a multiple package shipment shall be unlimited; however, no single package in a multiple package shipment shall exceed 150 lbs., or 108” in length and 130” in length and girth combined or the package size provided to their commercial customers, whichever is greater.  Multiple package shipments shall be consolidated on the same order up to the Contractor’s commercial practice for number and type of shipment.

4.4.4.2.  All shipments on the same order/bill/manifest, that are shipped from one shipping system (same location and account number), at the same time, destined to the same consignee, shall be aggregated for the lowest cost.

4.4.5.  Shipment Tracking/Tracing.
4.4.5.1.  The Contractor shall provide the ability to track/trace all shipments from the date and time of pick-up to the date and time of delivery using a Government-furnished transportation control number (TCN), if not available the shipper’s reference number, and/or the Contractor’s unique identifying CBL number.  The Contractor shall provide this information without restriction.

4.4.5.2.  Tracking/tracing information shall include as a minimum:  dates and times for shipment origin departure, transshipment points, and destination arrival; proof of delivery with consignee’s name (if applicable); and delay codes (if applicable).  When shipments are delivered without obtaining a signature, the tracking/tracing system shall record the location where the shipment was left.

4.4.5.3.  The Contractor shall update their tracking/tracing system with shipment status information each day at least the same number of times they update their system for commercial customers.

4.4.5.4.  The Contractor shall provide tracking/tracing information via a Website on the Internet and via toll free telephone service (24-hour/7-days a week service).

4.4.5.5.  When requested by consignor, the Contractor shall provide tracking/tracing software on compact discs or 3-1/2” disks.

4.4.5.6.  The Contractor shall interface with the DOD's Global Transportation Network (GTN), to provide tracking and tracing information.  The Contractor shall provide the GTN with an ANSI X12 214 message set for event reporting.  This will enable the Government to track shipments via the TCN.  The EDI transaction sets provided to GTN from the Contractor shall consist of transaction set 214 (Transportation Carrier Shipment Status Message), or an alternate message that can provide the exact data mappings to the GTN Air/Motor/Rail Flat File as required in attached Exhibit E – GTN Data Feed Requirements.  A sample of the Flat File can be found in Exhibit E.  Contractor will provide this information free of any restrictions including, but not limited to labeling or marking requirements, on its use for government purposes.

4.4.5.7.  Development and execution of EDI transaction sets within the scope of the BPA will be agreed upon, detailed and documented in the standard Military Traffic Management Command trading partner agreement (TPA) prior to BPA performance.

4.4.5.8.  The trading partner agreement information can be accessed via MTMC web page at www.mtmc.army.mil.  Current viewing sequence is:  Doing Business with MTMC, Automated Information Systems, Electronic Commerce, and TPA.

4.4.5.9.  The Contractor must be capable of providing accurate data feed to GTN in accordance with Exhibit E, in order to start performance.

4.4.6.  Shipping Systems.  The Contractor shall provide, at no additional cost to the Government a shipping system (hardware and software) to accounts that ship an average of 25 or more BPA shipments with the Contractor each week.  (The shipment data used to justify providing shipping systems will be based on historical information.)  However, if the Contractor’s commercial customers receive a shipping system using a lesser qualifying number, the lesser number shall be used.  The Contractor shall have 30 days to provide shipping systems after a qualified shipper makes request.  This requirement includes delivery, maintenance, installation/set-up, and initial training required on the system.

4.4.7.  Commercial Forms and Procedures (CF&P).

4.4.7.1.  The Contractor shall provide all commercial forms (both electronically if available, and in hard copy form) necessary for the successful pick-up, transportation, and delivery of all items under this BPA.  Both the hardcopy CBL and electronic CF&P shall have a Contractor’s unique identifying CBL number.

4.4.7.2.  The Contractor shall use CF&P for shipping and invoicing, unless individual shippers specifically require the use of other approved documents.

4.4.7.3.  Shippers are responsible for certifying that billed services are ordered and furnished and that charges are correct when using CBLs.

4.4.7.4.  Both the hardcopy CBL and electronic CF&P shall have space for the shipper’s reference number of 20 alpha-numeric spaces to be used for agency or organization internal billing reference number, accounting code, TCN, or any other agency number.

4.4.7.5.  The Contractor must not demand prepayment or collect charges from the consignee.  The Contractor providing service must present the appropriate documentation for transportation charges to the paying officer for payment.

4.4.7.6.  Receipt for the shipment is subject to the consignee’s annotation of loss, damage, or shrinkage on the delivering documentation and the consignee copy of the same documents.  If loss or damage is discovered after delivery or receipt of the shipment, the consignee must promptly notify the nearest office of the last delivering Contractor and extend to the Contractor the privilege of examining the shipment.

4.4.7.7.  The rules and conditions governing commercial shipments for the time period within which notice must be given to the Contractor, or a claim must be filed or suit must be instituted, shall not apply if the shipment is lost, damaged or undergoes shrinkage in transit.  Only with the written concurrence of the US Government official responsible for making the shipment is the deletion of this item considered to be valid.

4.4.7.8.  Interest shall accrue from the voucher payment date on the overcharges made and shall be paid at the same rate in effect on that date as published by the Secretary of the Treasury pursuant to the Debt Collection Act of 1982 31 U.S.C. 3717).

4.4.8.  Administrative Service Charge.

4.4.8.1.  All sales of BPA services to authorized users shall incur Contractor liability for payment of the Administrative Service Charge (ASC) at the time revenues are received, unless the purchase was conducted under a separate contracting authority such as Government Wide Available Contract (GWAC) or separately awarded FAR Part 14 or 15 procurement.

4.4.8.2.  Contractor’s Report of Sales and Revenue. 

4.4.8.2.1.  The Contractor shall report the quarterly dollar value (rounded to the nearest whole dollar) of all sales under this BPA by calendar quarter (i.e., January-March, April-June, July-September, and October-December).  The dollar value of a sale is the price billed/invoiced to each customer for products and services requested under this BPA as identified in each CLIN and the revenue is the money received by the Contractor.  The reported BPA sales and revenues shall be inclusive of the Administrative Service Charge.

4.4.8.2.2.  The Contractor shall report the quarterly dollar value of sales and revenues to the Administrative Contracting Office identified on the SF 1449, block 16, and to the Payment Office identified on the SF 1449, block 18.  The Contractor shall report sales and revenues separately for each Contract Line Item Number (CLIN).  If no sales occur or no revenues are received, the Contractor shall show zero on the report for each separate CLIN.

4.4.8.2.3.  The report is due 30 days following the completion of the reporting period.  The Contractor shall also provide a closeout report within 120 days after the expiration of the BPA.  The BPA expires upon physical completion of the last, outstanding order issued under the terms of the BPA.  The closeout report shall cover all revenues not shown in the final quarterly report and reconcile all errors and credits.  If the Contractor reported all BPA revenues and reconciled all errors and credits on the final quarterly report, then the Contractor shall show zero revenues in the closeout report.  The Contractor shall remit any monies due as a result of the closeout report at the time the closeout report is submitted.

4.4.8.2.4.  The report of sales and revenues or the closeout report shall accompany the submission of the Administrative Service Charge to the Payment Office.

4.4.9.  Administrative Service Charge Remittance.
4.4.9.1.  The Contractor shall pay the U.S. Air Force an Administrative Service Charge (ASC) as a percentage of the revenues received.  The Contractor shall remit the ASC in U.S. dollars within 30 days after the end of each quarterly reporting period as established in the section titled, 4.4.8.2. Contractor’s Report of Sales and Revenues.  The ASC equals 1% (one percent) of total quarterly revenues received.  

4.4.9.2.  The Contractor shall consolidate all actions for the reporting period into one payment.  To ensure that the payment is credited properly, the Contractor shall identify on the check, or electronic transmission, what the check should be applied to, i.e. Domestic Express Small Package, and include the following information:  BPA number; amount; and reporting period.  If the Contractor makes payment by check, provide this information on the check; check stub, or other remittance material.  Provide the check number, dollar amount and date submitted to Jill Becker/Pam Moran at HQ AMC/DOYMB, 402 Scott Drive, Unit 3A1, Scott AFB IL 62225-5302, 618-229-4770.

4.4.9.2.1.  If paying the ASC by check, the Contractor shall forward the check to the following address:

4.4.9.3.  If the full amount of the ASC is not paid within 30 calendar days after the end of the applicable reporting period, it constitutes a contract debt to the United States Government under the terms of FAR 32.6.  The Government may exercise all rights under the Debt Collection Act of 1982, including withholding or setting off payments and interest on the debt (see FAR 52.232-17, Interest).
4.4.9.4.  If the Contractor fails to submit sales and revenue reports, falsifies sales and revenue reports, or fails to pay the ASC in a timely manner; the Government may terminate or cancel this BPA.  Willful failure or refusal to furnish the required reports, falsification of sales reports, or failure to pay the ASC timely constitutes sufficient cause for terminating the Contractor for cause under the termination provisions of this BPA.
5.  Accessorial Services.  In addition to the basic services, the Contractor shall provide all services listed in their CSG and available to their commercial customers.  Examples of accessorial services provided in the CSG are Saturday and Sunday pick-up or delivery, transport of hazardous materials when available, increased liability, etc.

      5.1.  Pricing for all accessorial services contained in the Contractor’s commercial service guide, (CSG) or are offered to their commercial customers, will be identified in the BPA schedule of supplies/services, Accessorials CLIN 0003.

6.  Value-Added Service. 

6.1.  Purpose

6.1.1.  The Government may have a need for value-added service.  The Contractor at its discretion may offer value added services in addition to the Basic Services in Section I. The Contractor may offer value-added services in addition to those listed here.

6.2.  Value Added Requirements

6.2.1.  Automatic Money Back Guarantee For Small Express Package

(1) For shipments not meeting the delivery commitments, the Contractor shall, either not bill or automatically credit agency finance offices, the charges for those packages.

(2) If the accessorial services for Saturday and Sunday Pickup and Delivery or

Holiday Pickup and Delivery are requested and the delivery commitment is not met, then the cost for those services shall be at no cost to the Government.  The other accessorial services if requested on the CBL or electronic CF&P, and if performed, may be billed.  

(3) The Contractor shall, either not bill or automatically credit, agency finance offices the total charges for the accessorial services for Saturday and Sunday Pickup and Delivery, and holiday Pickup and Delivery, if the delivery commitment is not met.

6.2.2.  Delivery Receipt

6.2.2.1.  At the time of delivery, the Contractor, shall prepare and provide the consignee, receipt or manifest listing all packages being delivered.

6.2.3.  Increased Liability Coverage

7.2.3.1  The Contractor shall provide liability coverage of at least $250 per package, at a minimum, up to $50,000 per package.  The Contractor’s liability in no instance shall exceed the actual replacement value of the package.

6.2.4.  Customized Reports:  The Contractor shall provide customized electronic and hardcopy reports, using existing data elements, when requested.  The Contractor shall provide reports for DOD shipments by Service/Agency or a consolidation of all Services; e.g., Air Force, Army, Navy, Marine Corps, DLA, DCMA, indicating each Service/Agency individually and a total of all DOD shipments.

III.  GENERAL INFORMATION

1.  Specific Account Arrangements.  The shipper shall contact the Contractor for service.  The Contractor agrees to provide a single “Carrier Account Number” for all identified co-located facilities as a single location (under a single “Carrier Account Number”).  Any pick-up or delivery point at any named DOD facility will utilize the single “Carrier Account Number” or have multiple account numbers, at the Government’s discretion.

2.  Ordering.  Only agencies/organizations with a Contractor account number are authorized to order services under this BPA.  For the purposes of this BPA a CBL, electronic CF&P, or other Government document shall constitute the order.  The Contractor shall, when requested by the agency/organization, assign account numbers to new accounts.

3.  Invoicing/Billing/Payment.

3.1.  PowerTrack.  The Contractor shall participate in U.S. Bank’s PowerTrack billing and payment system.  The Contractor shall contact U.S. Bank and arrange for system set-up, training, and project management/implementation.  In addition, the Contractor shall sign and execute an agreement with U.S. Bank.  The Contractor shall begin using PowerTrack for billing and payment processing at the start of the BPA.

3.2.  Non-PowerTrack Capable Shipper Accounts.

3.2.1.  The Contractor shall provide commercial invoices to all accounts for billing purposes.  Specific format and method of transmission (EDI or non-EDI) will be in accordance with the Contractor’s commercial practice and section 3.2.3 below.  The Contractor shall accept paper or electronic CBLs, or the Contractor’s shipment manifest system for billing.

3.2.2.  The Contractor shall provide for a 14-day billing period, unless prior/alternate arrangements are made between the shipper and the Contractor for a different billing period.  (The billing period will not apply for certain payment options such as Government credit card, EDI billing, and some Contractor’s shipping systems).

3.2.3.  The Contractor’s invoice shall contain, at a minimum, the shipping agency account number and detailed listing of each shipment to include:  shippers reference number/TCN, destination, shipper, date of shipment, date of delivery, weight, accessorial cost, and total cost and the billing method (as shipping agency, as consignee, as third party).  

4.  Contractor Reports.

4.1.  The Contractor shall be capable of commencing the first reporting period not later than 60 days after BPA award.  Reporting is required for all movement under this BPA inclusive of service provided as accessorial service not separately priced (NSP) or non-basic service.

4.2.  The contractor shall be capable of providing reports in an EDI and non-EDI format.

4.3.  The Contractor shall automatically submit all reports no later than the 25th of each month for previous month’s activity.  Reports shall include monthly totals for each element as well as year-to-date totals for each element.

4.4.  The reports are required for Government oversight and management and shall be provided to the PO and ACO as indicated.  The Contractor must provide this information, in the format identified in Exhibits H--On-Time Performance Report, and I--Summary Shipment Volume Report.

5.  The contractor shall place the BPA price list, accessorial rates, value-added requirement rates, and any applicable terms and conditions, on a website to provide on-line access to BPA ordering information.

5.1.  The BPA price list will be posted on HQ AMC’s secure/public website at:

6.  Software Interface.

6.1.  Service/Agency Software Interface.  The DOD has developed standard transportation systems (e.g., I2P, DSS, CFM, etc.).  These are generic software modules, which are used by military services and DOD agencies to employ integrated shipper system capability.  The Contractor shall agree to participate and connect to an interface between Contractor-provided software and the Service/Agency standard transportation management system.  The Contractor shall provide this software to Defense or Service Central Design Agencies for distribution to operating locations.

7.  Regular Meetings.  The Administrative Contracting Officer may request status and performance review meetings to be held at a Government location on a quarterly basis at no additional charge.  The Government anticipates at least semi-annually meetings.  BPA users shall be invited to attend status and performance review meetings.  The purpose of the meetings is to discuss BPA performance, accomplishments, and problems; comments received from BPA users; BPA report results; and issues of concern to the Contractor.

8.  Records Retention and Retrieval.  The Contractor shall maintain records of all shipments and the summary-billing invoice IAW FAR 52.212-5(d).  At any time during the BPA or the retention period, the Contractor shall provide, within 30 days after receiving a written or verbal request from the ACO, such information the Contractor maintains commercially and in the form maintained by the Contractor.

9.  Post BPA Requirements.  The Contractor shall be required to process all outstanding claims based on service failures; e.g., loss and damage and late deliveries, and shall continue to generate and distribute records, reports, and copies of documents pertaining to the BPA until all activity under the current BPA is complete.

10.  Domestic Express Small Package Website.  Information on the DOD domestic express small package Website will include the SOW, BPA, schedules, how to open an account, reports, rates, and other information.

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EXHIBIT A

MANDATORY BPA USERS

BPAs issued by DOD against GSA’s Multiple Award Schedule contracts are a mandatory source for all Department of Defense (DOD) and United States Coast Guard requirements within the scope of the BPA.

EXHIBIT B

DEFINITIONS

Accessorial Services:  BPA services in addition to basic service.
Administrative Contracting Officer (ACO):  A DOD employee (military or civilian) with the authority to administer the BPA and make related determinations and findings.

Agency/Organization:  An agency or organization eligible to use the services of this BPA.

Agency Contracting Officer’s Representative (ACOR):  A person designated in writing to the Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR) to act as the official representative for the agency. 

ASC X-12:  American Standards Committee X12 develops, maintains, interprets, publishes, and promotes the proper use of American National and UN/EDIFACT International Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) Standards. The ASC X12 body meets periodically to develop and maintain EDI standards. Its main objective is to develop standards to facilitate electronic interchange relating to business transactions.  X12 standards facilitate transactions by establishing a common, uniform business language for computers to communicate.  With more than 275 transaction sets, X12 standards can be used to electronically conduct nearly every facet of business-to-business operations. Blanket Purchase Agreement:  A simplified method of filling anticipated repetitive needs for supplies or services by establishing accounts with qualified sources of supply.

Business Days:  For all states within the contiguous United States, Alaska, and Hawaii, Monday through Friday, except federal holidays.  For the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, Monday through Friday, except federal holidays and Commonwealth of Puerto Rico holidays.  In the event the Federal holiday or Commonwealth of Puerto Rico holiday is a normal business day for the Contractor, it shall be offered to the shipper as a normal business day and no holiday charges will apply.

Civil Reserve Air Fleet (CRAF): A program managed by the Air Mobility Command (AMC), which provides for airlift services in the national and international CRAF segments for the Department of Defense (DOD).  The CRAF program is designed to augment military airlift capabilities with commercial aircraft during airlift emergencies, national emergencies, or activation of CRAF.

Commercial Bill Of Lading (CBL):  A document provided by the Contractor and used for the purpose of identifying goods to be transported and as a method of billing for services; also known as an air waybill.

Commercial Form:  A commercial uniform bill of lading, a commercial express receipt, or any other commercial instrument constituting a contract of carriage subject to the terms and conditions set forth in Standard Form 1103, U.S. Government Bill of Lading (41 CFR 101-41.302-3).

Commercial Forms and Procedures (CF&P):  A shipment made using commercial forms and commercial billing procedures instead of a Government Bill of Lading (SF 1103) and its related billing procedures (41 CFR 101-41.304-2).

Commercial Service Guide (CSG):  A guide or publication issued by a commercial carrier that is applicable to the general public, explaining the various services the carrier offers as customary commercial practice.

Consignee:  The receiver (unit, depot, or person) to whom cargo is addressed or consigned for final delivery.  Activity, agency, or organization that is receiving the product.

Consignor:  The person, activity, agency, or organization that is the supplier or shipper of a product—the originator of a shipment.

Contingency Operations:  Operations declared by the National Command Authorities that involve the use of U.S. military forces to achieve U.S. objectives, usually in response to an emergency caused by natural disasters, terrorists, subversives, or required military operations.  The National Command Authorities are the President and the Secretary of Defense or their duly deputized alternates or successors.
Continental United States (CONUS):  The 48 contiguous states and the District of Columbia.

Contract Reference Guide:  A guide or publication prepared by the Contractor, explaining BPA service features available under the BPA. 

Contracting Officer (CO):  A DOD employee (military or civilian) with the authority to enter into, administer, and/or terminate the BPA and make related determinations and findings.

Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR):  A designated individual with authority to act on behalf of the contracting officer.  For the purposes of this BPA, the CO will designate a COTR for civilian agencies and a COTR for DOD agencies.  The COTR is not authorized to make any commitments or changes that will affect price, quality, quantity, delivery, or any other term or condition of the BPA.

Cost-Reimbursable Contractor:  A Contractor who has been awarded a cost-reimbursement type contract by the Government that provides for payment of allowable incurred costs (to the extent prescribed in the contract) by the agency or organization, which awarded the contract.

Day:  For the purposes of this BPA, “Day” means, unless otherwise specified, a calendar day.

Delivery:  Delivery of a shipment to the office, desk, loading dock, or front door of the residence of the consignee or responsible individual at the destination address, unless other arrangements are made between the consignor and the Contractor (e.g., delivery at a central receiving location).

Dimensional Weight:  The chargeable weight computed on the basis of volume rather than actual weight.  Dimensional Weight is calculated by multiplying the length X width X height divided by 194 (LxWxH(194)

Department of Defense (DOD) Electronic Mall (EMALL):  A high-level architecture description of the interaction between shoppers, the DOD EMALL, and the various catalogs.  The EMALL enables the DOD customer to have one-stop registration, searching, ordering, and shipping status across all electronic sources.

Domestic:  All states within the contiguous United States, including the District of Columbia (DC).  For the purposes of this BPA, this includes Alaska, Hawaii, and Puerto Rico.

Door-to-Door:  Pick-up from the shipper/consignor and delivery to the consignee/receiver’s address on the shipping document.  Includes pickup from or delivery to a private residence.

Electronic Commercial Forms And Procedures (CF&P):  A paperless system where a shipment is initiated electronically (EDI or direct link to Contractor’s computer system).

Electronic Data Interchange (EDI):  The electronic exchange of transportation information by means of electronic transmission of the information in lieu of the creation of a paper document.

Express:  Premium transportation for expedited delivery.  Limited to high transportation priority cargo requiring time definite delivery.  

Extremely Urgent Letters:  Defined in 39 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), Chapter 1, Parts 310 and 320, the mark of which must be annotated on envelopes in accordance with the Private Express Statutes.

Any Federal holiday or Commonwealth of Puerto Rico holiday that the Contractor offers as a normal business day to their commercial customers will also be offered to Government shippers and no holiday charges will apply.

* Three Kings Day, Puerto Rico’s Constitution Day, and Good Friday (Puerto Rico) only apply to shipments to and from the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico.

General Commodity:  Any item that is not otherwise restricted from carriage by the Contractor and is transported as customary commercial practice.

Girth:  The circumference of a package measured at the widest point of the package.

Global Transportation Network (GTN):  A Government system that provides the United States Transportation Command (USTRANSCOM) and its component commands information from existing Government and commercial transportation computer systems.  The integrated data is used to plan, provide, and control common user airlift, surface lift, and terminal services to deploy and sustain DOD forces on a global basis in peace and war.
Government BPA Number:  The number assigned to the BPA as a result of this solicitation.

Hardcopy Reports:  Information provided in paper format.

Hazmat: A substance or material that has been determined by the Secretary of Transportation to be capable of posing an unreasonable risk to health, safety, and property when transported in commerce and that has been so designated.  The term includes hazardous substances, hazardous wastes, marine pollutants, elevated temperature materials, materials designated as hazardous under the provisions of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Title 49, Parts 172.101 and 172.102, and materials that meet the defining criteria for hazard class and divisions in CFR Title 49, Part 173.   

High Volume Shipping Locations (HVSL):  Installations with 500 or more shipments per week.

Implementation Period:  The period of time between the BPA award date and the date the Contractor starts providing BPA service. 

Internet:  A large collection of inter-connected computer networks.

Length and Girth:  The measurement of a package consisting of the length added to the girth.

Letter/Letter Pack:  A small package used by the Contractor to ship extremely urgent letters (approximately 9 ½” x 12 ½”).  The package shall be prominently marked on the outside cover with the words, “Extremely Urgent” or “Private Carriage Authorized by Postal Regulations (39 CFR 320.6).”
Lock/Drop Boxes:  Stand-alone containers that will accept packages up to 10” x 10” x 12” weighing up to 25 pounds.

Manifest:  Documentation used for multiple package shipments on the same CBL or electronic CF&P, in lieu of individual bills of lading for each shipment.
Next Business Day:  The business day following the day of pick-up.
Package:  Any shipment that is not in an envelope or document package.
Pick-up:  Pickup at the origin Government or commercial office or front door of the private residence address of the consignor or responsible individual, unless other arrangements are made between the consignor and the Contractor (e.g., pickup at a central location).
Program Office (PO):  Designated DOD office responsible to provide all acquisition support necessary to implement DOD’s domestic express transportation requirements.

Receipt:  A signature by the consignee verifying delivery of a package has been made.

Same Day Service:  Delivery service with delivery the same day of pick-up.

Second Business Day:  The second business day following the day of pick-up.

Shipment:  A single package or multiple packages tendered to a Contractor by one shipper/consignor at one location at one time for delivery to one consignee at one location on one commercial or Government bill of lading.

Shipper:  The originator of a shipment, also known as the consignor.

Third Party Logistics Contractor:  A Contractor who provides warehousing, shipping, and arranged transportation services under contract.
Time-Definite Delivery:  A shipment delivered within the specified period of request as set by the shipper/consignor.
Transportation Control Number (TCN):  A 17-digit alphanumeric designator used by the DOD applied to each package or shipment to identify a shipment.  

Transportation Management Systems:  Generic software modules used by military services and DOD agencies to employ integrated shipper system capability.
Website:  Space allocated to an organization or individual on a network, which may be accessed through the Internet.
Weight Break:  A list of weights or weight ranges, which are used to calculate the cost to transport a shipment at that weight or weight range.

Year-To-Date Data:  A cumulative summary of data compiled for the period starting at the beginning of the fiscal year, 1 October, and ending 30 September, which adds each month’s data to the running total to arrive at year-to-date totals.

GTN DATA FEED REQUIREMENTS

Electronic Instructions.

Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) is the computer-to-computer exchange of business data in machine-readable using strictly defined public standards. 

Implementation Convention (IC) defines the rules for filling in or "populating" an EDI transaction. Following the agreed upon convention, or version of the standard ensures that EDI partners will encounter fewer data quality problems during development and maintenance of their EDI systems.

ANSI ASC X12 is the American National Standards Institute (ANSI) who charters the Accredited Standards Committee (ASC) X12 to develop uniform standards for inter-industry electronic interchange of business transactions -- electronic data interchange (EDI).

American Standards Committee X12 develops, maintains, interprets, publishes, and promotes the proper use of American National and UN/EDIFACT International Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) Standards. The ASC X12 body meets periodically to develop and maintain EDI standards. Its main objective is to develop standards to facilitate electronic interchange relating to business transactions.  X12 standards facilitate transactions by establishing a common, uniform business language for computers to communicate.  With more than 275 transaction sets, X12 standards can be used to electronically conduct nearly every facet of business-to-business operations. 

EDI status records are generated and populated from the ANSI ASC 214 messages.  Messages are sent to the Government value added network where they are mapped and forwarded to GTN.  The attached tables show the mapping between the ANSI ASC 214 and the GTN data files using the data.

DEBX, formerly known as the Electronic Commerce Processing Node (ECPN), is an Electronic Data Interchange (EDI)-based Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) system that is managed by the Joint Electronic Commerce Program Office (JECPO) to provide EDI messages to United States Transportation Command (USTRANSCOM) and other Department of Defense (DOD) agencies.  

The following details are extracted from the Interface Requirements/Design Document (IR/DD) for the Commercial Electronic Data Interchange (CEDI)-Defense Electronic Business Exchange (DEBX) for the Global Transportation Network (Joint Electronic Commerce Program Office Implementation (JECPO), Second Draft), Publication No. USTCP 171-3.14AT, JECPO Revision E, Prepared by: Lockheed Martin Mission Systems, 9255 Wellington Road, Manassas, VA  20110-4121.  

Air/Motor/Rail Flat File Constraints

Carriers will use the ANSI ASC 214 transaction set for electronic data interchange of status information with the following constraints (will use the current Implementation Convention (IC), or one prior published version):

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AUTHORIZATION PROCEDURES

FOR COMMERCIAL CONTRACTORS

The Contracting Officer has determined that it is in the government’s best interest to allow certain commercial contractors to use the contract when using domestic express small package service for shipments made on behalf of the US government.  These contractors include, but are not limited to, Third Party Logistics (3PL) Contractors, Integrated Logistics Management Contractors (Prime Vendor, etc.), and Cost Reimbursable Contractors (CRCs).  

The following procedures must be followed when requesting authorization to participate in the DOD BPAs.  Contractors shall submit their written request to participate by completing the Contractor’s Request to Use the Domestic Express BPA form to the sponsoring agency administering the contract.

The CO will verify/confirm the information provided in para 1-5 of the request by signing and dating within the space provided under para 5, Contracting Officer Signature and date.  This action must be mutually agreed upon by the domestic express contractor.  The CO will forward the completed form to the appropriate ACOR.  Go to the public website for a list of ACORs:

The ACOR shall forward the completed request form to the contractor(s), with a courtesy copy provided to the Administrative Contracting Officer and Program Office.
